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SHELL SCIENTISTS
PETROL SAVING

ON

Information on fuel economy put toget-
her by Shell scientists as an internal study
proved such a valuable reference source that
it has now been expanded into a book and
published for general sale.

The book is called ‘Fuel economy of the
gasoline engine’! and it should be of value
to motor manufacturers, government agencies,
universities and technical colleges as well as
those concerned in and connected with the oil
industry.

Co—editors of the books are David
Blackmore and Alun Thomas of the automo-
tive fuels and lubricants division at Thornton
Research Centre in the UK. Its thirteen
contributors, all experts from that same
department at Thornton, were involved in
the original fuel economy study which pro-
vided the basis for the book.

One chapter of the book refers to the
mileage marathons for which Thornton is
well-known. There are tips from the ex-
perts, including Brian Toft who designed the
machine which currently holds the British
mileage record.

David Blackmore believes that in 10
years time the fuel economy of the average
new car could be increased by 50 per cent—
from 30 to 45 miles per gallon. He pinpoints
engine design changes as offering the greatest
potential for fuel saving, perhaps amounting
to some 10 per cent improvement. He suggests
other changes and their effects as follows :

1 Fuel economy of the gasoline engine, edited
by D.R. Blackmore and A, Thomas, published
by the MacMillan Press, 1977. Price £10.

» Engine size and model range—about 10
per cent

» Petrol-5-10 per cent, depending on driv-
ing conditions

* Design changes of a given vehicle (weight,

 drag, tyres, accessories)—about 10 per cent

» Transmission design-5—10 per cent

¢ Cranlccase lubricants-about three per cent

¢ Improvementsin vehicle maintenance—five
per cent

» -Transmission lubricants—about three per
cent

The authors make it clear that they see
no dramatic alternative to the petrol engine.
Nor, they feel, is there any sign of the
mechanical device which will revolutionise
fuel economy—the inventor’s dream ever since
the petrol engine came into use 102 years
ago.

Some of the possibilities discussed in
the book for improving fuel economy are :

* Compression ratios

A simple and direct way to improve miles
per gallon is to increase an engine’s
compression ratio (the amount by which
a piston compresses the petrol and air
mixture). But to prevent ‘knock’ in the
engine it needs higher octane gasoline,
which increases refining costs. It would
be an attractive proposition to produce an
engine which had a higher compression
ratio and greater efficiency but which
could run on the current gasolines or ones
with lower oclane ratings.

* Fuels and lubricants
The effect of oil products on fuel economy
is important, although not huge when
compared with the effects obtainable from
changes in engine and vehicle design,
customer choice (engine capacity, size and
weight of vehicle) and driving patterns.

+ Vehicle maintenance
Some vehicles with many defects have
shown fuel economy gains of 20 per cent
after faults were corrected, though an
improvement of up to six per cent is more

typical. The book warns : ‘With evolving
design, new equipment, particularly for
emission control, is being added to cars.
Faults that can occur (eg valves, exhaust
gas recirculation systems, heated air
intake etc) then pose new and as yet
largely unexplored problems of vehicle
maintenance with respect to fuel economy.

* Friction

Energy losses because of friction can
range from 10-40 per cent. There is
scope for significant improvement
through modificationsin lubricants, though
caution must be exercised that other
aspects of lubricant performance are not
prejudiced.
