* Shell companies have an interest in 62
refineries in 35 countries. During 1977
they refined 4.3 million barrels of crude
oil per day—some 7 per cent of the world
total. About 40 per cent of Shell compa-
nies’ refining is carried out in Western
Europe, and another 20 per cent in the
Netherlands Antilles, Singapore, Japan
and Australia,

* There is a Shell interest in 19 luboil
manufacturing plants, as well as in one of
the world’s largest liquefied natural gas
plants, in Brunei.

* Stagnation in demand consequent surplus
capacity have meant that few new refi-
neries have been built since 1973.

* Emphasis has been on increasing refinery
flexibility so as to be able to produce a
greater range and quality of products.

# Qil is rapidly becoming considered as
too valuable to be burnt as an underboiler
fuel (in power stations to generate elec-
tricity) or used where there are alterna-
tives like coal or nuclear.

* About 50 per-cent of crude oil consists of
a residual oil fraclion. Instead of blending
this fraction into fuel oil, it can be upgrad-
ed to lighter fractions from which trans-
portation fuel and petrochemicals can be
manufactured. To do this, there are three
main types of modern conversion processes
: thermal cracking, catalytic cracking and
hydrocracking.

* Of the 39 refineries in which there is a
majority Shell interest, more than 80 per
have one or more conversion plants. (Refi.
neries without conversion facilities are
still in the majority in the rest of the
industry worldwide).
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* Because of improved secondary conversion
processes, the residual fraction is becoming
increasingly heavy and difficult to process.
Shell companies are developing a new
technology, residue hydroconversion, to
convert this residue catalytically to a
lower viscosity product.

# Refinery feedstock in the future may in-
creasingly be oil from tar sands and oil
shales. Like conventional residual oil, this
is heavy and has a hight level of impurities.

# Coal may be exploited as a source of
gaseous and liquid hydrocarbon products.
The hydroconversion and coal conversion
processes will produce a wide range of
premium hydrocarbon products from in-
creasingly difficult feedstocks.
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SAFETY AT SEA

* Oil tanker accidents must be viewed
against the fact that some 100 million tonnes
of oil are now at any given time. Although
imports into North West Europe alone are
around 600-700 million tonnes a year, the
only two accidents in the western approaches
and the Channel that have caused very
serious oil pollution have been the Torrey
Canyon in 1967 and the Amoco Cadiz in 1978.

* Most strandings, groundings and collisions
of tankers are caused by human error, so the
best way of improving the safety record is
not simply to provide further equipment, but
also to make every effort to attract, train and
retain seagoing staff of a high standard.

* The amount of hydrocarbons in the oceans
as a result of tanker accidents and operations
is only a small part of the total. Natural
seepages, municipal and industrial wastes,
and urban run-off all contribute large amounts
* Qil pollution on beaches is due largely to
tankers, but is more often the result of relea-
ses of oil through badlv—counducted operations
than of accidental spills following collisions
or groundings.

* Shell companies are willing to accept the
costs of safe ships and the provision of safety
equipment ; aware that practical training of
officers and crews is essential , and are deter-
mined to ensure that safe operating proce-
dures are followed.

* Masters of Shell-owned tankers have full
authority to take whatever steps they think
necessary in order to safeguard their vessels.
Shell International Marine believe that this
authority should be given to all ship masters:
# Shell companies believe that investment in
training of crews—particularly those who
have responsibility for safe navigation and
operation of a vessel—is as important as
investment in the ships themselves.
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* Qil industry use of ships flying flags of
convenience has been criticised. The general
policy of SIM is not to charter any ship
whose management is thought to be inade-
quate, or to use them for carrying Shell
cargoes.

# SIM believes that, although the oil industry
should avoid by every possible means the use
of sub—standard ships, the problem is pri-
marily a matter for governments, and has
urged governments towards this.

* Statistics confirm that larger tankers have
fewer collisions or groundings than smaller
ones. Although accidents involving larger
tankers can be more serious, experience has
shown that the amount of oil spilled per
tonne carried is less for the large vessels.

* The increasing time and money being
spent' on safety equipment and training
schemes is both a social obligation and a
necessity for continued economic operation in
the future.
