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ENERGY EFFICIENCY ON THE ROAD

The most obvious way for' most people
to contribute to energy savingvand 0o save
money—is to cut down on the amount of
gasoline we use in our cars,

So here are a few tips to help with this,
based on recommendations from Markeling —

Oil, SIPC.

‘NO COST’ SAVINGS

Shortest distance between two points is usually
the most economical

If you have todrive, take theshortest route—
unless it's also the most jammed.
Remember — stop/start driving is the most
expensive kind.

Drive with a friend

One car forone person is very rarely necessa-
ry. ;

Skilful driving

Imagine there’s an egg between your foot
and Lhe accelerator. A really skilled driver
who anticipates carefully could go for miles
without cracking it. Skilful driving is sale
driving and it used less fuel.

Choke off

Use as little choke as possible.

Save on the electrics

Believe it or not, even a rear window demis-
ter affects [uel consumption.

Don’t keep the heater or the rear window
demister on any longer than you need.

Extra weight and extra drag costs money

Luggage racks that aren’t being used are so
much dead weight, and offer considerable
wind resistance—which again puts up fuel
consumption. Drag can also be reduced if
windows are kept closed during travel.

Cars like being cared for

A car that’s kept in a garage at night starts
more quickly and hénce more economically
next day.

ldling costs more than you’d think

If you are stopped at a crossing—or any-
where—for more than a minute, you'll save
fuel by turning vour engine off. It costs less
to start the enginec again than it does to keep

it idling for a minute.

Badly inflated tyres are expensive and dangerous

Tyres that are a few pounds under pressure
To the
average molorist that can mean over £20 a
year. And of course tyres that aren’t properly
inflated wear out much more quickly and are
unsafe.

Brakes that bind burn money as well as
themselves

Brakes should be checked regularly to see
they are working efficiently and not binding.
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Unnecessary fuel is unnecessary weight

A gallon of gasoline weighs 8 1b. If your
car has a ten gallon tank, you add 80 Ib. to
the overall weight by keeping it full which
means you need two per cent more [uel to
move it. A half full tank is about the ideal.

Be a battery guard

Keeping your battery and connections in
good order helps prompt car starting. This
saves petrol-and prolongs the life of the
battery. Check your battery fluid level at
least once a week. When topping up use
distilled water. Look for white crystals which
show corrosion at terminals. Clean and smear
terminals with petroleum jelly. See that the
earth connection is tightly attached.

Check your air filter
Surprisingly, a clogged air filter can cut your
fuel performance by as much as 20 per cent-
There are two basic types of filter : One is a
paper element in a circle with concertina like
folds. It can be removed for inspection and
dirt may be removed by tapping or shaking
out the dust. Make sure you do this well
away from the air filter housing (which is
also the carburettor mouth.) If it is very
dirty fit the manufacturer’s recommended
replacement.

Permanent wire or metal gauze filters
can be removed and cleaned thoroughly in a
kerosene bath. They should then be dipped
in clean oil and drained before refitting.

(Spend a little—save a lot more)

Bicycles

Use that bike instead of your car and you're
bound to save on fuel.

Regular servicing is worth it

A well —serviced car is one of the best gua-
rantees you can have of [uel efficiency. Basic
servicing such as oil change, air filter, plug
check and fitting new points can be done by
the average do—it —yourself. Major services
are best left to the expert at the garage.
Done properly, you'll have a more economical
and safe car.
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One car for one person is very
rarely necessary.

New sparking plugs

Spark plugs generally only give top perfor-
mance for around 6000 miles. A new set can
make significant improvements in perfor-
mance, and [uel savings of up to three per
cent.

The timing must be right

Spot—on engine tuning is best lelt to a
garage with specialist equipment. It does’t
cost much to get your ignition timing right
for your kind of driving and it could mean a
five per cent saving in [uel.

Spend £30-save £35 in the first year

An electric thermostatically controlled cool
ing fan, which only works when needed, is
far more efficient than a belt driven fan. It
can give savings of up to seven per cent on
fuel costs.

INVESTING TO SAVE

(Spend more money—and make money)
Buy the car most suitable to your real needs

Don’t buy a vehicle just becauss it’s big or
fast. High performance sporis cars and
gigantic gas guzzling saloons may have been
seen as status symbols in the past. But
anyone concerned about fuel economy and
energy conservation is bound tc think differ-

ently.

HOW MUCH COULD YOU
REALLY SAVE ?

If you follow the advice given here you could
save something like £60 a year. With £60
you could insulate your loft and save even
more money and energy! Just a little thought
and care is all you need. §8§

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DID YOU KNOW . ...
ABOUT OIL STOCKS

* Qil stocks are integral to normal oil indus-
try operations,

* They are held in :

® The Suapply chain — oil moving
through industry operations from well-
head to customer over a period of time.
Any reduction here must sconer or
later result in disruptions in deliveries
to customers.

@® Cover for seasonal variations
—the additional oil needed to cushion
differences between consumer demand
in summer and winter, and in availabi-
lity from producing countries ;

@ Strategic stocks — il set aside to
act as insurance against major supply
disruptions, largely held by govern-
ments, or as a result of official regula-
tions or recommendations.

* Taking the world average, the supply
chain alone requires about 60 days of average
consumption, or some 3000 million barrels.

* The recent steep increases in the cost of
oil have seriously affected the previous ba-
.lance between economies of scale (moving
oil in VLCCs, and large—scale processing)
and the fact that increased stock levels tie up
increasing amounts of working capital in high
cost stock.

* Total oil products demand varies by up to
15 per cent between the high and low points
of an annual cycle. In the northern hemis-
phere —where the bulk of world consumption
is—the high point is in the winter.

* This variation in demand is much greater
than that in availability of crude oil.

* To cope with this, either production, tanker
and refining capacily can be geared to maxi-
mum demand levels, though this will be under
-utilised in summer ; or extra oil stocks can,
be built up in the summer and drawn on
during the increased winter demand.

* Since production levels are now almost
all beyond the control of the oil industry,
stock draw-down is the most usual strategy.

¥ Government regulations set minimum
stock levels to be held by the oil industry,
and/or establish government-owned oil stock-
piles (eg. the Strategic Petroleum Reserve
in the United States.)

# Individual national government require-
ments are based on stock levels which should
at least comply, where relevant, with Euro-
pean Economic Community requirements and
International Energy Agency recommenda-
tions on emergency reserves.

* EEC stock regulations are for 90 days’
consumplion based on average Demand for
the previous year, while the IEA recommends
by January 1980 90 days based on net
imports for the previous year.

* The Royal Dutch/Shell Group on stocks
is on the basis of days of forward demand,
taking into account all categories of consump-
tion all countries,

#* This means that if, in Shell terms, a stoclc
level were given us 70 days, the EEC could
be talking of 80 days and the IEA of 95
days all based on the same volumes of stock
in the countries concerned.

* Combined world stocks in all three cate-
gories are around 3500 million barrels. This
represents an investment of some $60 billion,
or approaching $1 billion for every single

day’s supply. &%
