


Before anything else, Ladies and Gentlemen,
welcome you all here. It’s nice to see you; | hope
you enjoy the dinner, the entertainment, and party.
| hope that you have a thoroughly pleasant evening.
The second thing | want to do is to wish you all and
all your families a very happy 1980. | think it
would be for all of you a year of good health,
success and good fortune in everything that you'll
do.

1979 was quite a difficult year, | think, for
many of us,| certainly feel that,since this time a
year ago, when | talked to you the end of the year
1978, | feel that I’ve lost a bit more hair, a little
bit of weight, but not really very much, my golf
is lousy but still, | think we can look back in 1979
without disgrace. We had an extremely difficult
year in all of the different branches of our activities.
But | think we can say we have worked very hard,
we have achieved quite a lot of success. We did
not do too badly on the whole. In the field of
activities that occupied most of us through the
year in oil marketing we had a terrible time. For the
first time in the history of Shell Company of Thai-
land, we were short of products. We did not have
enough, we had to restrain that natural inclination
that we have to sell more and more, and we had
really time of considerable strain. Among ourselves
within our home company, time of strain with the
suppliers, with our associated companies, with
the Shell trading Cos. abroad. We had time of
strain with TORC itself, because everything was
difficult; we were short of products at all time,
every little thing went wrong and forced our rela-
tionship under tension that we were not used to
before.Not least, we had a really very great tension
with the government as the year wore on; different
branches of Government became interested than
they had to in the oil shortages among other
things. We were subjected to regulations from this
side, measures from this side, strain from the

other side.
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Really we did not know which way to turn :
it reminded me of a story of two African tribesmen
who went out hunting a lion. The lion had been
a great menace to their village. It was decided that
somebody had to go and hunt and kill the lion.
They found him in the bush, but unfortunately
it was quite much bigger than they expected.
So like all sensible men, they threw their spears
away and ran for cover. The only cover they could
find was a small tree which one of them jumped
up and climbed into a branch. Near the tree was
a cave, where other hunter went in to hide. The
lion walked around looking for these two, but
could not see anything. Then the man from the cave,
suddenly dashed out, but saw the lion still there
and ran back into the cave. For few minutes, he
did the same thing ; he ran out, the lion still there,
and he ran back. Then the man on the tree said,

“ Why have you been so stupid, why don‘t
you stay in the cave !”’ the man in the cave said

“ There is another lion in here....”

| think this year with our oil shortage, we
have been like that : everyway that we turned,
somebody has been waiting to criticize. What we
do, if we don’t sell enough we are given a directive
that we have to sell, and if we sell it, we are told
that we don’t have enough strategic stocks. So it
has been a hard year, but | merely feel that all
of us have come through this pretty well.

| do congratulate everybody who has been
on these problems in all of our departments, for
the whole of the problems, we had with us. And |
do congratulate you most sincerely for the success
that we had. We have managed to keep our business
going, to keep the wheel of Industry in Thailand
turning. We have done it largely because of the
enormous effort that our people have put in. There
are other activities : our Chemicals colleaques
have turned in another one of their first-class
performances, that they now seem to be able to
turn-out with great regularity ; on our smaller
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branch of consumers products, also a good year,
difficult year, and they have done well.

We have a new activity since | talked to you
last year; we are now exploring the oil 20,000
km? of concession up the Chaopraya and Pitsanuloke
basins, where we have people working permanently
on that now i.e. teams of men doing the seismic
work. If you want to make a good year’'s wish,
wish that we have some luck in 1980 in that
exploration effort, because that would transform
the fortune of our Shell Company, and, it would
transform the fortune of Thailand.

We also ought to remember that we are part
of a rather big family of Shell in Thailand; we have
metal Company in the south of the country and
they have representatives with us tonight whom
we are very happy to welcome, Billiton Thailand
has had a good year in mining with its rigs. Quite
a lot of operational difficulty, but they have done
well, they have got tin out, and they are ahead of
time. We are very pleased about that. They also
succeeded in getting a first contract on a longer
term deal, which looks promising though the illegal
miners are giving us a few headaches, because
they tend to move faster than the government
moves. We must be the only Shell organisation
in the world which has a kind of invading army around
its frontier, and which is compelled by the govern-
ment to supply fuels for this invasion army, so
that they can invade our concession. It is paradoxical
and rather painful, but | hope we can still work
something out for the longer terms mining. Thai-
sarco, our smelter, is in thepositionthat, it happens
sometimes in Shell, its profits appear to be so big,
that we begin to worry about them, but that is not
a bad worry to have. We do congratulate them,
and Thaisarco colleagues in particular, a kind of
tremendous year, they worked very hard to get
it, and we are very proud of what they have done.

| think at this particular time, just a few days
after the announcement was made of some organi-
sational changes, you would expect me to mention
some top level moves that would be coming off
soon. Very sadly, we have to say good-bye to
Khun Praphot Vajrabhaya, Khun Manee. Indeed,
it is a rather tragic occasion that we have to do.
They have been in the Shell family for as long as
many of the people here tonight, if | remember,
Khun Praphot has been one of the senior people
in organisation, for as long as any of us who have
been here. He is part in the success of Shell,
Billiton and Thaisarco, has been quite extraordinary,
and we shall miss his very well-balanced judgement,
his very careful sense of perspective : we shall
miss that enormously in the years ahead of us.
Khun Praphot has taken a really prominent part
in some of the most important negotiations that the
Shell Co. here has to do. | think this is the ap-
propriate occasion for me to mention that all of
you heard from last year that he was given from

the British Government a C.B.E. It is perhaps not
widely understood in Thailand for the great dis-
tinction it is.The whole of the ShellGroupat anytime
does not have more than about 6 or 8 C.B.E.s,and
never, | suppose, more than one or two who are
not British. It's really a very great distinction, and
it is a mark of what Shell Group owing to him.
We will miss very much his wise counsel, and the
very helpful advice that Khun Manee always
gives and the tremendous interest that she has
always taken.

We also are losing Hanmer and Lucille Webb-
Psploe, who have been with us for a rather longer
time than most expatriates are. Indeed they have
played a most preminent part within the company
itself and within the society, the communal life
of Bangkok, and many people inside and outside
Shell will miss them very much.

It would be appropriate to congratulate M.R.
Sarisdiguna and his wife, Khun Duanden, because
they are now about to take a very responsible job
in Shell and will be colsely connected with all
other associates here. We are very glad and happy
that they have moved in this way. We wish them
all the possible success in the future.

| have not mentioned one of our associated
companies, which is always very close to us.
| must mention the recent event in the case of
TORC. As you have seen in the newspapers, the
very long negotiation with the Government, has
now reached the point where the cabinet of His
Majesty’s Government has decided the contract
which has been negotiated and acceptable. We
hope that within a few days we shall be able to
sign the contract. | like to pay tribute to all the
people who have played the part in that process
of negotiation.

| am shy to claim a number of virtues. One of
the virtues that | don’t claim, two ladies here
tonight will tell you that | am sensible not to claim
it, my wife and Khun Songsri. | don’t claim any
great patience, so | have found the negotiation
with the government quite trying. | have been in it
for about 16 or 17 months. People like Khun
Praphot and Khun Chow are very esteemed partners
in this deal : they have been in it for years. | tell
you | don't know how they have sucked it. | am
very glad they have, because finally it seems to
have come good.

Itis really with the greatest pleasure that we
congratulate TORC on the success. We congratulate
them in their own right, because, we, as Shell
Company of Thailand, are delighted to see our
futureand long-term supply of products, so impor-
tant to us, assured in this way. | now.wish to

WITH LOVE

During the past 3 decades everyone working

at Shell knew very well a neatly-dressed gentleman
who looked kind, calm, dignified, and most important
of all was highly respected by all.

The gentleman is Khun Praphot Vajrabhaya.

Started his career in Shell on 27th December
1948 as Assistant Accountant. At that time after
World War 11, Shell Office was in the Trocadero
Building at the corner of Surawongse Road. Shell
Thailand was then a branch of Shell Singapore so
he had to send his application to Singapore and was
tested there. The General Manager was Mr. Bill
Adams and there were only two senior staff in the
Company. From then on Khun Praphot had been
working with not less than 10 G.M’s and MD's.

In 1954 he was appointed Head of Audit &

Methods and two years later became Treasurer and
served as Finance Manager since 19th March 1962;
became Treasurer again on 25th July of the same
year ; and served as Finance Manager again on
16th April 1964 before he was posted to Shell Centre,
London. On hisreturn to Thailand he was appointed
Finance Manager on 1st November 1966 and served
in this capacity until 23rd March 1970 when he was
appointed Deputy Managing Director and Finance
Director. On 3rd January 1978, he became Advisor
to the Managing Director until his retirement on
31st January 1980. In his capacity as AMD, he
contributed greatly to the Company’s success in
several important projects, such as cooperation with
Offshore Mining Organization, exploration in Central
Thailand, joint-venture of Thai Oil Refinery expansion.
Khun Praphot expressed his strong intention to
retire after many years of hard work. We all shall
miss him greatly.

When asked how he felt about his superiors
and subordinates, Khun Praphot said, “attitude of

bosses varied. One has no choice and cannot say
who is better. One should adapt oneself in order to
get ‘along well without hurting one’s own pride and
should perform to the best of one‘s ability. There
are 2 categories of subordinates i.e. difficult to
control (rarely encountered) and easy to control.
A good understanding must be established to ensure

smooth administration™.

In his capacity of Chairman of Staff JAC
for more than 12 years, Khun Praphot mentioned
that JAC was making progress and was of great value
to both the Company and staff, especially in creating
a good relationship between the two. He added that
the value of JAC is dependent upon faith and attitude
of the Company and staff and he had tried to find
ways which were good for both sides.

Apart from being the most senior Thai in the
Shell Management Team, Khun Praphot held many
positions in the Group companies. His very well-
balanced judgement, careful sense of perspective,
and wise counsel had been wellknown to the Group
and the other business circles. He was once appointed
President of Thailand Management Association,
and was appointed by the Thai Government as an
Employers’ Representative for the Workers’ Compen-
sation Fund Committee. In 1978 he received from
the British Government a Commander of The Order
of the British Empire (CBE) which is a very great
honour and a mark of what Shell Group owes him.
The whole of the Shell Group at anytime does not
have more than 6 or 8 CBE's and only about one or
two are not British.

He told us that he planned to spend his holidays
abroad for a period af time and that he would spend
his spare time playing golf and being with his grand-
children.

His advice after his distinguished career of

31 years in Shell is - maintain unity and team spirit
- have understanding, cooperation,
and sincerity
- be a good loser
- separate personal conflicts from
work

- do the best one can.

With these in mind difficulties can be ironed
out.
