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WHAT WILL YOUR CAR BE RUNNING ON?

The fuels likely to be used in cars and other
motor vehicles over the next 20 years were recently
assessed by Group Marketing, in a report which
also covered the types of engine likely to be used
until the trun of the century. -

Here are some points from it:

The composition and mix of the fuels used in
engines over the next 20 years may change conside-
rably, with reduced use of lead, the introduction
of alcohols and ethers and the increased use of gas
oil and LPG.

Gasoline quality will continue to be important,
particularly as motor manufacturers increase the
pressure to improve fuel economy.

The gasoline engine - modified and improved-
seems likely to remain the number one power source
for cars for many years to come. .

Both engine and fuel development will be
affected by the likely tightening of emission and
safety controls. These will affect both the automotive
and petroleum industry. Increased controls on motor
vehicle fuels will probably cover safety and toxicity
as well as existing basic quality and performance
criteria like octane numbers or volatility. Gasoline
additives are becoming more and more difficult to
promote and - at least in the US - it is becoming
very difficult to win authorisation for new additives.

Unconventional components for motor gasoline
have become more competitive particularly as crude
oil price has increased, supply has been constrained.

The most important of these unconventional
components are the alcohols and ethers - methanol,
ethanol, tertiary buryl alcohol (TBA) and methyl
tertiary butyl ether (MTBE).

World wide interest in alcohol fuels has increased
considerably over the last year, with particular
interest in methanol. In many cases alcohols can be
derived from a country’s own natural gas or coal-
or in the case of ethanol, from crops - which cuts
dependence on imports. Considerable work and
discussion on the use of alcohols is currently underway
and they may well be used as a major component
in automotive fuel in a number of countries by the
mid to late 1980s. The high octane number of
components like TBA, MTBE and methanol has
stimulated interest in them as the use of lead anti-

knock additives diminishes.
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Pure alcohol fuels - those used on their own
and not blended with gasoline - could also be of
considerable use in fleets of vehicles whose engines
have been appropriately modified.

Where alcohols or ethers are used mainly as
octane supplements, however, their use will vary
according to local conditions and requirements,
and they will probably be no more than 10 per cent
of volume.

Liquefied petroleum gas (LPG) is the other
main possible alternative to conventional gasoline.
Currently it is marketed only on a relatively small
scale. But in the early 1980s there are likely to be
greatly increased quantities of liquefied petroleum
gas on the market and this could well expand its use
as an automotive fuel. The use of gas oil, too, is
likely to increase over the next 20 years.

Group Marketing believes that one of the most
important factors in the future development of
automotive fuels will be the efficient use of energy
through providing grades of fuel which can give the
optimum ‘miles per barrel’ ; and that the petroleum
and automotive industries should continue to consult
and discuss future developments in order to make
the most efficient use of the fuels available within
the growing legal and governmental restraints

in various countries.

ORGANISATION

Following the signature on 12th December
last of the basic agreements which admit P.T.T.
into a shareholding in Thai Oil Refinery and which
provide for expansion of that refinery, work is already
going ahead between the partners in this joint venture.
The planning and implementation of the expansion,
and the drafting of the network of contracts which
will govern the refinery operations in the future will,
of course, form a substantial body of work over the
coming years.

We shall obviously
also receive assistance as necessary from our advisers
in London and The Hague

The important task of coordinating the work
that goes on in connection with this project logically
falls on Corporate and Associate Affairs and it is
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hereby confirmed that this department will be the
one which acts as focal point for this work. All
correspondence, telexes, minutes or other documents
connected with this joint venture must be copied
to CA, and all new requests for information on this
subject from other shareholders referred to CA in
the first place.

Khun Pridi Singhakowinta has already been
elected a director of TORC, to replace Khun Praphot
Vajrabhaya who resigned at the end of 1979. When
the formalities of the share transfer to P.T.T. are
completed they will nominate 6 new directors to
the Board of TORC and at that time Shell Petroleum
N.V. will nominate myself to join Khun Pridi.

To assist in the additional work now arising
from the Joint Venture, Mr. M.P. Sherwin will be
joining CA on 6th March as Assistant (reference
indicator CAR) .

Effective immediately, CA’s responsibility in
respect of Metals matters will cease, other than for
the legal and corporate structure aspects which that
department carries for all associate companies here.
