NORTH SEA KEYS

‘The North Sea Is an actlvity which for many years has drawn a great deal of
Shell staff Interest all over the world; and It has a combination of offshore con-
ditions which together provide the most challenging oll and gas producing province
so far experienced by the oll Industry anywhere.’

This was one of the points made in a recent presentation to Shell staff in London and The Hague.

John Jennings, managing director of Shell
UK Exploration and Production, explained that
Expro is currently building up production from
oilfields in the northern North Sea, following up
what he described as ‘an incredibly expensive and
technologically difficult wave of development. As
we do so, we are adding a whole new dimension to
our range of activities’, he commented.

John Jennings stressed the formidable financial
and technological challenge presented by North
Sea development in the years to come: ‘Provided
a new impetus is given to explore soon, we can
envisage between 80 to 100 commercially viable
small fields becoming available for development
in the UK North Sea during the next 20 years.

‘It will require at least another 500 exploration
wells to be drilled. It will call for an investment
of about£30 billion and will require three times
as many skilled engineers and technicians as are
in the industry today.’

Shell Expro, he added, could expect to be
heavily involved in this future activity.

‘Notwithstanding this daunting prospect, we
are not losing sight of the priority to complete the
interdependent production facilities for the Brent,
Cormorant and Dunlin fields together with the
FLAGS gas pipeline system and its associated
processing terminal facilities.”

In addition, two major projects are under
development - North Cormorant and Fulmar -
both with reserves of about half a billion barrels -
and several more are under active consideration.
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He pointed out that part of the Cormorant
field is out of reach of the two platforms to be installed
there. Plans are in hand to develop this central
part of the field, using a£34 million underwater
manifold centre, in which the well heads will be
housed on the seabed.

“This is an example of the technological risk
we have to take. Acquiring this “knowhow” will
be an investment for the future and will enable
us to tackle deep water prospects over the next two
decades where conventional offshore production
systems could not be used.’

He said that Expro is also currently considering
the development of an oilfield close to Tern, recently
named Eider. ‘Exder is a relatively small field and
we are now working on technical feasibility studies
for its development, but have not yet reached a
final decision,

‘Even with all this project development work
gZoing on, we maintain our search for new oil and
gas. We expect to hear shortly details of the govern-
ment’s seventh round of licensing, in which we
hope to obtain additional exploration acreage.

‘Only last year Expro drilled, or shared in
the cost of drilling, nine exploration and appraisal
wells in the central and northern North Sea. This
effort will be increased this year when, in addition
to the programme carried out on behalf of the Shell-
Esso partnership, we shall be drilling in very deep
water west of the Shetlands as well as on land in
Staffordshire and southern England.’

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By the mid 1980’s, on behalf of Shell and Esso,
Expro aims to be producing 800,000 barrels of oil,
100,000 barrels of gas liquids and two billion cubic
feet of gas every day.

‘By that time we shall have invested£9,000
million in the UK North Sea and in all likelihood
a very high level of annual capital investment will
continue well into the nineties.’

Malcolm Ford, who has just retired as Shell
Expro’s director of operations, said: ‘In many areas
of the world there are Shell operations in deep water,
and here and in other parts of the world we need
and can use the latest technology and top Shell
professionals. But so far only in the North Sea do
we get these elements matched with the long distances
from land - and hostile, unpredictable working
conditions.

‘I've worked for Shell in many oilfields over
the last 28 years, in jungle swamps, deserts, and
none of these can conspire to produce the scale of
disruption caused to our operations by North Sea
weather.

‘Anything that moves or stands in those North
Sea waters has to be designed to withstand waves
100 feet high, with wind speeds gusting to 160 miles
an hour. That is the so called “100 year” storm.
You can get some idea of that 100 foot wave if you
can imagine a ten storey building on the move at
about 40 miles an hour. Our structures are designed
to withstand that |

‘So this is the redl challenge. To develop facili-
ties and techniques. To cope safely with this hostile
environment, train a new breed of producers. And
of course, still to keep the projects economically
viable.’

John Jennings concluded the presentation by
saying that despite the enormous financial and
technological efforts aleady made by the oil industry
in the North Sea, the offshore production business
there was still in its infancy. “There is a huge challenge
ahead for oil companies - for Shell - and there is
an awful long way to go.”

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ABOUT ENERGY IN THE
DEVELOPING COUNTRIES

iaaLneAuWa I uiulizinan
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& The developing countries as a whole, with
70 per cent of the worlds population, currently
consume only 15 per cent of its total energy. But
even to maintain present living standards, they will
need to use 50 per cent more by the year 2000.

& Developing countries - around 100 of them -
differ widely in economic, social and political
structure, development prospects and economic
bases. Some are oil exporters, but excluding these
the develaping countries as a whole have relatively
low levels of income, compared to the industrialised
world.

& With expanding populations, increasing
urbanisation and ever-rising prices of imported
oil, they are facing major energy problems.

% As well as the rising oil import costs, stag-
nation in industrialised countries’ economic growth
restricts their export markets.

& Some countries also face major problems
with depletion of their major, non-commercial,
energy.sources - like firewood.

% Most developing countries lack the financial
resources, skilled manpower and technical expertise
to develop the sophisticated alternative energies -
nuclear,- solar or geothermal - being pursued in
the developed countries.

% Similarly, increased efficiency in energy
use is feasible only to a limited extent in countries
which use primarily non-commerical energy, or
which are less urbanised.

& Estimates show that most developing
countries traditionally use non-commercial biomass -
wood, crop and animal residues - to provide over
60 per cent of their total energy needs, (The developed
world primarily uses commercial energy - oil, gas,
coal, nuclear and hydro).
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& The commercial development of biomass
energy is potentially important ; this can be developed
without highly sophisticated technology. Possible
projects include the treatment of wood by efficient
drying, conversion to charcoal, and pyrolysis; the
fermentation of agricultural wastes to produce a
60 per cent methane gas, and fermentation of plants
like sugar cane and cassava to yield ethanol.

& Constructive national energy policies and
development programmes are vital; these should
make the most of indigenous natural sources and
take into account social criteria (unemployment
problems could encourage labour-intensive develop-
ment) ; human resources, and national and inter-
national political and economic frameworks, and

relationships.
