THE MANAGING DIRECTOR
MR. G.R. JILLINGS

Shell Thailand’s Managing Director, Mr.D.R.
Welham, who took up his appointment in Bangkok
in July 1978, will be leaving Thailand on reassign-
ment at the beginnging of October 1980. He will
be succecded by Mr. Guy Roper Jillings, currently
Head of Oil Supply and Trading (EUST) in the
European Organisation in The Hague.

Mr. J.R. Jillings was born in London on 18th
June 193 7.

Graduated from Cambridge University (1957-
1960) BA Ist class honours in Economics and MA.

Commissioned in the British Army (1955-
1957) before College, with periods of employment
in the paper industry in Canada and gold-mining
in South Africa while Treasurer of two student
international air travel companies.

Firstly joined Shell in Canada in their Econo-
mics and Co-ordination Division in 1960, then Shell
International’s Oil Economics Department in London
and in 1964 joined SIPC’s Oil Trading Division.
Meanwhile (1962-1964) helped set up the U.K.
National Economic Development Office where he
was Secretary of three Industry Boards designed to
help improve the economic performance in U.K.’s
electrical engineering, electronics and food processing
industries.

Since then employed in oil trading between
Shell and other oil companies firstly in London
(1964-1966) and then in Asiatic Petroleum (now
Scallop) in New York (1966-1968).

As Refinery, Supplies and Planning Advisor
in Nairobi and Director of East African Oil Refineries,
Mombasa, he was concerned with supplies to Eastern
Africa from 1968 to 1970 for the Consolidated area
served by both Shell and BP.

After two years as Assistant to the Exploration
and Production Co-ordinator in The Hague (1970-
1972), he headed up the Environmental Economics
Division of Group Planning in London where he
was primarily responsible for global forecasting and
energy policy formation.

Since mid-1976 has been Head of Oil Trading
and Pricing (EUSM/2) and currently Head of Oil

Supply and Trading (EUST) in the European

Organisation in The Hague. In this position he has
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also served as focal point for Shell’s interests in
(Greece, Italy and Gibraltar and is a director of
Shell compariies in all of those countries plus Portugal.
He has two children from his first marriage -
Matthew born in New York and Anna in Nairobi.
Remarried in 1979 to Susan Weston from Finance
IDivision of Shell Nederland, he now has a second
daughter, Kate, born in The Hague in June 1980.
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QUESTIONS & ANSWERS

What are the facts about lead

in petrol?

Increasing concern over the environment
generally has been reflected in the considerable debate
as to whether lead should be used in gasoline. This
is an important public jssue involving many different
environmental, medical, technical and economic
considerations. Judgements on the precise balance
between these factors must be carefully weighed
and Shell companies are working with governments,
motor manufacturers and others to this end.

Lead compounds have been used in gasoline
for over 50 years because they are the least energy-
demanding and cheapest way of improving fuel
quality, Despite very substantial amounts of research,
no other additives have been found that give a
comparable performance. Although additional
refining would also improve fuel quality, it would
rdquire extensive new plant and use more crude
oil. Another approach would be to redesign car
engines to run on lower quality fuels. Both solutions
would take a considerable time to put into effect.

Although lead is a toxic material its use in
gasoline has generally been considered acceptable
from a public health point of view. Gasoline is by
no means the only source of lead-it is also present,
for example, in food, water, dust, soil and paint,
so it is not easy to predict what benefit would result
solely from reducing the amount in gasoline. In
the United Kingdom an independent medical working
group has recently reviewed the overall effect on
health of environmental lead from all sources and
its findings are in line with the above outline. Current
medical evidence and opinion are taken into account

by governments in various countries when setting
legal limits for lead in gasoline. These limits are,
of course, observed by Shell companies.

[

How are Shell profits used?

Just as they have always been-ploughed bac.
into the business to finance new investments, and
to provide dividends to shareholders.

In the British sector of the North Sea, for
example, Shell UK alone has spent around£1750
million so far, and further heavy capital expenditure
still lies ahead. A feature for Shell Oil Company in
the United States in 1979 was the£1691 million
acquisition of Belridge Oil Company, while in
Canada Shell companies have a 45 per cent interest
in the Can. $6.7 billion Alsands project.

In the ten years to 1979 Group net income
totalled some£10.3 billion but capital expenditures
(£16billion)and increased investment in-working
capital ( £ 4 billion), a result of the ten-fold ‘increase
in the cost of oil over this period, were twice the
income figure.

The sheer size of its capital needs and the nature
of its business have obliged the oil industry to generate
most of the capital from its own activities, but
borrowings have also increased. Earnings therefore
need to keep pace with investmerit demands as well
as to maintain the confidence of outside sources
of finance.

Huge investments will be needed to ensure
future energy supplies, but relatively little of the
very large energy revenues taken by producer and
consumer governments in the form of high crude
oil prices and taxes on crude oil and oil products
has so far gone towards this.




It seems that in the future it will continue to
be the oil companies that have to provide the major
share of the investment in future energy supplies,
and most of this will again have to come from their
own operations.

If profits were cut, wouldn’t

gasoline be much cheaper?

No. While consumer prices and the oil industry’s
integrated profits may seem high, a breakdown
of the price that the consumer pays puts the position
into clearer perspective. Of the price paid by consumers
in Western Europe for an average barrel of oil
products from OPEC crude, some 75-80 per cent
is made up of taxes and revenues paid, in roughly
equal proportions, to consumer and oil producer
governments. Almost all of the remaining 20-25
per cent is the cost of production, shipping, refining
and marketing. Between 1974 and 1978 the average
industry margin was at most one or two per cent.
Even in the confused and difficult trading conditions
of 1979, when the abnormal supply situation led
to higher costs and prices, the whole integrated
profit element averaged only some 3 or 4 pence a
gallon.

Because the oil industry is based on such large
volumes, total earnings appear very large. They do
not seem so large, however, when compared with
the cost of a North Sea production platform, for
example (the Brent field as a whole will cost almost

£3500 million to develop) or a liquefied natural gas
project (perhaps£ 2000 million). ‘Downstream’
refining and marketing investment is also needed.

Without the few pence a gallon margin earned
on oil products (including gasoline) today, the
oil industry could not carry out the new projects
to gererate energy supplies for tomorrow.

Must gasoline go up as soon

as crude prices rise?

If a company did not put up the prices of the
oil products it sells until it had used up all the crude
stocks bought at the old, lower price, it would have
to pay out a very large additional sum of money to
maintain its crude oil supply before it received an
extra penny from its customers.

Thefuture

What is Shell doing about

new energy supplies?

The major part of Shell companies’ capital
expenditure already goes into oil, gas and coal
projects of all kinds.

This work is backed up by research into all
aspects of Shell companies’ current businesses, and
into related areas that might provide opportunities
in the future. Research and development now costs
almost £200 millionayear and involves over 6000
people of many different nationalities. Major activities
include geological and geophysical studies; improve-
ments in drilling and production technigaes; develop-
ment of new and improved methods of manufacturing
products from crude oil; better ways of bringing
gas to market and developing new applications;
the safe and efficient transport by sea of cargoes of
all kinds; and developments in the chemicals, metals
dnd coal businesses.

Research into coal gasification since 1974
has led to the decision to build a 1000 tonnes a day
plant costingaround £70 million in the Netherlands
and scheduled to go on stream at the end of 1983.
The gas produced is of a high quality and the process
has a negligible effect on the environment. The
prospects for the process are very exciting; coal
gasification is just a starting point for further synthesis
of ammonia, methano) and liquid hydrocarbons.

Current areas of interest on alternative energies
include work on geothermal energy in the United
States, and hot water schemes being studied in the
Netherlands and Germany; solar energy studies
in the United States and elsewhere, and research
projects at Thornton Research Centre, England
and Amsterdam; and biomass research at Sitting-

bourne, England. We are also assessing the potential
of wind, wave, tidal and hydro-electric energy.

During a monthly luncheon of Bangkapi Rotary
Club organized at Dusit Thani Hotel on 26th August,
1980., Dr. P.J. Merki, our Exploration Director,
was invited to give a talk about oil exploration.

He explained where in the world the oil is
found and in what quantities, how oil and gas fields
were formed in the first place, talked about the
methods and tools applied to finding the fields and
also about the costs involved. He touched on the
prospects in Thailand pointing out that although
there are certainly possibilities it would be unrealistic
to expect that very large accumulations of oil and
gas will be found here. The gas/condensate fields
discovered by Union Oil and Texas Pacific in the
Gulf of Thailand are of small to medium size.
Additional finds of similar order of magnitude are
possible not only in the Gulf but also onshore, in
the Central Plains and on the Khorat Plateau.
The risks in exploration are always great : nine out
of ten exploration wells are dryl Thai Shell will
drill its first well by the middle of next year. Will
it be the one out of ten ?
