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QUESTIONS & ANSWERS

What is the future for oil

production?

World oil production today (excluding the
USSR, Eastern Europe and China) is made up of
about 30 million b/d from OPEC members and 20
million b/d from elsewhere. It would be rash to
count on any substantial increase in OPEC production.
Elsewhere, production could increase to some 25
million b/d by 1990 and a little more by the year
2000, depending on the policies of individual govern-
ments. :

Oil could still be supplying almost half the
world’s energy by 1990, and not far short of that
amount at the turn of the century.

In making oil last as long as possible, the priority
should be to reserve it for those uses for which there
is no substitute. Today far too much oil is used in
power stations and for industrial heating. This can
be replaced by coal and nuclear energy, freeing oil
for premium uses such as transportation fuels,
lubricants and chemical feedstocks.

— And for gas, coal and

nuclear energy?

Gas supplies can grow until well beyond the
end of the century, but here the problem is the
physical difficulty of transporting the gas the thousands
of miles between the fields and the main markets.
Given major investment on liquefied natural gas
projects, gas should be supplying around 15 per
cent of world energy by 2000.

Coal reserves are much larger than those of
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both oil and gas and a substantial international
coal trade is building up. Coal is now generally
much cheaper than oil and gas and could supply
some 20 per cent of world energy by 2000. Coal’s
main markets today are the production of coke for
blast furnace use and in power stations and industry;
conversion into gaseous and liquid products is likely
to develop in the future. Coal gasification could
be of particular interest.

Despite many uncertainties, some of which
have been pointed out in the wake of the Harrisburg
accident, governments are looking to nuclear energy
to supply over 10 per cent of world energy by the
year 2000. In fact, the safety record of the nuclear
energy industry has been excellent; as with any other
resource, the risks in development need to be balanced
against the consequences of nuclear failing to fill
its share of supply:- a risk of shortages of energy,
further reductions in economic growth and increases
in unemployment. Every effort must therefore be
made to make nuclear ‘super-safe’ so that it can
play its part.

— And for alternative

energies?

Hydro-electricity projects are already operating
in most suitable sites in the developed countries
but there is still some scope. In the developing world
there is considerable potential.

Because of their costs, the other main non-
fossil alternatives-geothermal, solar, wind, tidal
and biomass (crops grown for fuel) - are unlikely
to contribute significantly in the next two decades,
but during the 21st century their contribution should
become substantial.

Can energy savings really

help?

Savings from conservation-speed limits,
reduction in public lighting and heating and so on-
can cut energy demand in the short term, but only
by reducing living standards. Much more effective
in the long terin will be increases in the efficiency




with which we use energy. The aim here is to maintain
(or even improve) standards, but to use less energy
in the process.

Savings from efficiency improvements can be
huge: by the year 2000 they could amount to the
equivalent of 25 million barrels of oil a day-
more than 15 per cent of the then likely world
energy demand. But to achieve this it will be necessary
to redesign energy-using equipment of all kinds-
cars, buildings, industrial plant and so on-to a new
standard of efficiency justified by current or anticipated
energy prices. Governments can help to encourage
individuals and industry alike to use energy more
efficiently, for example by insulation.

On-the-spot and effective advice, installation
and financing services-a whole new industry tailored
to the needs of individual consumers, with all the
associated employment and business benefits that
this could offer-on all aspects of energy efficiency
will need to be readily available if the full opportuni-
ties are to be seized.

Driver Safety Check List

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The following list has been produced at the request
of one of the SIPC Marketing divisions and a copy
is being given to every member of the division. Shell
companies who are not already using something
similar may find this list a valuable addition to
their efforts to promote safe driving amongst drivers
of all types of vehicles.

Driver safety check list

1. Before starting journey - check for safety: your
tyres, lights, direction indicators, mirrors, windscreen
washer and wiper, horn, fire extinguisher and self
(alert, not too tired, capable).

2. Driving position - comfortable, both hands on
steering wheel, seat belt fastened correctly.

3. At first safe opportunity - check brakes and
steering.

4. Mirrors - use them sensibly.

5. Steering - smoothly and under control at all times.
6. Use speed intelligently - drive at a speed appro-
priate to the road conditions, traffic density and
visibility (night, bad weather).

7. Distance - keep a sufficient distance behind the
vehicle in front so that you can stop safely whatever
happens.

8. Overtaking - exercise restraint and good judgement
of the space and time available. When in doubt
wait. Once it is safe, overtake as quickly as possible.
9. Signalling - warn other drivers and pedestrians
by signalling your intentions clearly and in good
time whenever you plan to change from your present
state. i.e. toslow down, stop, turn or overtake.
10. Remember although your driving may be good,
the other driver may be:

® Inexperienced.

® Nervous.

@ Selfish.

® Aggressive.

® Tired.

@ Inattentive.

® Negligent.

and may

® Have poor eyesight.

® Not be a mind reader.

11. On long journeys, rest periodically. It is better
to arrive late than not at all.
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12. Perfect your roadcraft, think before acting,
develop car sense and know the capabilities of your

vehicle.
13. Put above points into practice and use defensive

driving techniques:

@ Observe and anticipate.
@ Take the correct action.
@ Concentrate.
