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SHELL STARTS
DRILLING IN
SUKHOTHAI

On March 15, 1979 a concession agreement
had been concluded between the Royal Thai Govern-
ment and Thai Shell Exploration and Production
Company Limited. The agreement covers some
20.000 sq.km of land areas in the Central Plains
of Thailand, from Ang Thong in the south to Sukho-
thai in the north. Under the terms of the agreement
Thai Shell is to look for oil and gas in this area.

In April and May of 1979 an aeromagnetic
survey was flown covering the concession area with
a 2 by 8 km grid totalling 17,500 line kms.

This was followed by a seismic survey with
two crews. A total of 2,400 kms of seismic lines
were shot over the period August 1979 to February
1981 at a total cost of 170 million Baht. The results
of the seismic survey were encouraging and this
enabled ThaiShell to pinpoint two spots to be tested
by exploration wells.

Both drilling locations are located in rice paddy
country that floods every year during the rainy season.
Access roads of 25 km length were required for both
Jocations. Bridges had to be constructed strong
enough to hold loads of 60 tons. The locations them-
selves cover an area of 30 rais each built up as to
be at all times over the highest recorded flood levels.
This job was completed by mid May 1981 at a cost
of 40 million Baht.

The drilling rig under contract from SEDCO
was landed in Sattahip port in mid May and then
moved by road to the first drilling location Pratu
Tao-1 in Amphur Kong Krailat, Changwatt Sukho-
thai.

A spudding ceremony for the first well was
held at the rig site on 2nd June. Thai Shell invited
9 monks to be present at-a religious rite and lunch
was offered. After that, the Abbot anointed the
rig. The ceremony was presided over by Khun Yont
Tuppoe, Deputy Governor of Changwatt Sukhothai
and attended by Heads of Government Sections of
Changwatt Sukhothai and Amphur Kong Krailat,
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The first well, Pratu Tao-1 was spudded on
4th June at 00.15 hours. It is programmed to a
total depth of 3,900 m. This should take some
60-80 days to complete, barring unforeseen difficulties.

Thai Shell then plans to drill a second well,
Lan Krabu-1 located in Amphur Lan Krabu, Chang-
watt Kamphaeng Phet.

The drilling rig is manned by a specialist crew
with people from many nationalities and from
several different contractors. Some 50 Thai nationals
are also employed on the rig site. In order to ensure
a safe and efficient 24 hours/day operation the rig
crew is accommodated on the drilling site in an
airconditioned trailer camp.

A DMR officer in a supervisory function is
also in residence on the rig site.

The operations are directed from Thai Shell’s
offices in Bangkok. Telephone, telefrinter and radio
links connect the office with the rig site.

The cost of such a drilling operation is con-
siderable. All inclusive Thai Shell will spend some
360 million Baht on the two exploration wells this
year, that is about 2.5 million Baht per day.

The chances of finding oil or gas in an exploration
well of the type drilled now by Thai Shell are about
1 in 10,says Dr. P. Merki, the managing director
of Thaishell.

The party left Bangkok by coach
on 25th June, 1981 at 0630 hrs. for Kampaengpetch
where they had a short briefing on oil exploration
at Cha Kang Rao Hotel given by Dr. P.J. Merki,
TSEPCO Director, assisted by Khun Precha Phon-
prasert - Finance and Administration Manager.
After the briefing, questions were asked by the
pressmen who had shown keen interest in the pro-
ject.

After lunch at the hotel, the party departed
for the exploration well “Pratu Tao - 1” where they
spent some time observing drilling operations.

The party stayed overnight at Rajapruk Hotel
in Pitsanuloke Province. Before departure, they
paid homage to Chinaraj Buddha and the statue
of King Naraesuan The Great. On the way back,
lunch was served at Saraburi and the party arrived
in Bangkok safe and sound at 17.30 hrs.

The pressmen expressed their sincere apprecia-
tion for the trip organised to the Shell Exploration
Well “Pratu Tao - 1” and for the knowledge which

had been gained by all.

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SHELL THAILAND AVIATION EXPERIENCE
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Five armed Indonesian Hi-jackers comman-
deered an Indonesian DC-9 aircraft while on regular
domestic flight from Jakarta to Medan and directed
it across the Strait of Malacca to the Malaysian
City of Penang. They originally intended to fly to
Columbo, Sri Lanka but when told of the plane’s
insufficient range, decided to divert instead to
Bangkok. It finally landed in Bangkok at 1711 hrs.
of Saturday, 28/3/81. The hi-jackers indentified
themselves as “Komando Jihad - soldiers in a Muslim
holy war”; their initial demand was the release of
20 Indonesian political prisoners in exchange for
freedom of 48 passengers and 9 crewmen.

We were asked by the Airline’s representative
to supply fuel to the aircraft on 29/3/81 at 1600
hrs. The SAOM Manual on Guidance in dealing
with the fuelling of a hi-jacked aircraft was valuable
reference for such a situation and the recommended
steps were carefully followed. The actual fuelling
being watched by very jittery hi-jackers, was started
at 1650 hrs. by our three crew composing of one
Senior Crew,Supv., one Chargehand and one Fuel-
hand driver. They were required by the hi-jackers
to strip down to trousers only to show that they were
required by the hi-jackers to strip down to trousers
only to show that they were unarmed. After fuelling
about 1,000 Its. under very tense atmosphere and
under the watchful eyes of the hi-jackers, the opera-
tion was deserted and our personnel ran for cover
when gun fire hit one American hostage who apparen-
tly was trying to escape. The hostage toppled on to
the apron, seriously injured. After reaching under-
standing with the hi-jackers, fuelling was resumed
at 1830 hrs. by only a single courageous crew
(Fuelhand driver).

Negotiations continued and the list of demands
grew over the following two steamy days. All hos-
tages were finally rescued-at 0240 hrs. of 31/3/81
with ten others wounded in a daring Indonesian
commando raid with ground support of Thai special
forces. Three hi-jackers were killed and the other
two captured in the three minutes operation.
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The Shell Thailand Management expressed
their sincere appreciation of the courageous per-
formance of the three crew. A letter of commen-
dation was personnally presented to the three crew
by the Managing Director on 8/4/81, the single
crew completing the refuelling being specially
awarded with a gold necklace plus a special safety
helmet while the other two received a small bonus
each.
