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l t is now one year since we created the new Organisation of the Shell Companies
in Thailand, and in that time much has occurred to affect our activities. On balance
the majority of events have been helpful to us, and some of the uncertainties facing us last

year have been diminished.

Perhaps however the best
news concerns the improvement
in the world economic environ-
ment that has occurred slowly
but nevertheless steadily in 1983,
and which looks set to continue
in 1984. While the economic situa-
tion within Thailand is important
to our business, the fact remains
we cannot escape some measure
of dependence upon the world
economy for our results.

A stronger world economy
will have an influence on tin and
tantalum demand and this will have
a direct impact on our metals busi-
ness. The tantalum price is already
responding to increased demand.

The weak crude oil market
in 1983 should become steadier

in 1984 and this will be helpful to
underpin our exploration & pro-
duction effort which ended the
year on a high note with oil pro-
duction upto 11,000 b/d.

However, increased econo-
mic activity in the world will mean
more trade, better commodity prices,
more tourists etc. and this will give
Thailand’s prosperity a push for-
ward. This in turn will increase
the demand for oil products, and
our marketing operation is well
poised to take advantage of it, as
the excellent December sales figures
show,

So all three sectors will hope-
fully be operating in 1984 against
a background of some, albeit cau-
tious, optimism. | am convinced

the three sectors are in now a posi-
tion to capitalize on any new op-
portunities that may arise and
thus we can look forward to 1984
with some confidence. This posi-
tion has not been reached without
much hard work in 1983 and |
would like to thank all staff for their
efforts. With the flood situation
widespread, it was not an easy year
for many of you, but despite this
you all carried on with resilience
and dedication. It is this spirit in
Shell that confirms my feelings that
1984 is going to be a good year
for us, and I wish you all good
fortune in the months ahead.

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THAI SHELL
ADJUSTS ITS PROGRAMME

w,:]‘ ollowing the intensive field activity
L in 1983, Thai Shell will be altering
some what the emphasis of its exploration
programme in 1984, the Managing Director
of Thai Shell, Dr. P.J. Merki revealed to day.

The work of three seismic parties up
until December 1983 has produced over
12,000 line kilometres of seismic giving a grid
density averaging closer than 1 X 1 km over
the entire block under concession. The wealth
of information contained in this seismic will
now be further analysed and interpreted with
the help of computer software that Royal Dutch
Shell has developed for its own exclusive use.
It is with this high technology approach in mine
that Thai Shell has set up in late 1983 its own
seismic computer centre in Bangkok. The
survey activities in the field will be reduced
from three to one seismic party. The party
retained will be used mainly to do detailing
programmes over specific areas that give en-
couragement.
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The light Boswell rig will shortly com-
plete its programme of drilling 15 shallow
exploration wells along the outer margins of
the oil prospective area. Only one of these
wells, Mae Nam Nan - 3 in Changwatt Uttaradit,
encountered oil that flowed on test. If the
results of this shallow drilling campaign
were a little disappointing, this was not entirely
unexpected, and useful information has been
obtained. The Boswell rig will leave Thailand
in January. The existing seismic over the
Mae Nam Nan - 3 discovery will have to be
evaluated in considerable detail and the results
of a forthcoming gas lift production test re-
viewed before additional drilling can be justified
in the area.

hai Shell will retain three heavy

drilling rigs in the country, at
least for the time being. They will in 1984
be drilling a number of interesting and im-
portant deep exploration wells as well as
development wells in the Sirikit Field. Asked
about the recent exploration wells drilled with
these heavy units, Merki admitted that he
had hoped the results would have been mo-
re encouraging.

Results of production tests in the latest
oil discovery well Nong Tum - 1 were some-
what disappointing. The well had a stabilized
flowrate of only 200-250 barrels per day.
The quality of the crude is good and very
similar to that of the Sirikit Field. Despite the
submarginal flowrate Thai Shell plans to drill
in near future another well, Nong Tum North,
a few kilometres away from the discovery well.
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Other recent exploration wells like
Thap Rhaet-1 and Nam Lai-1 were dry. There
has been some speculation in the press about
a major oil find in Chum-Saeng-1, Changwatt
Nakon Sawan. The rumour is unfortunately
without any foundation as the well is totally
dry and is currently being abandoned.

The positive news is provided by the
Sirikit Field. Production at present is holding
steady at around 11,000 barrels of crude per
day and 9-10 million cubic feet of gas day
are delivered to EGAT. Thai Shell hopes to
make 15,000 barrels per day by mid year
possibly even higher levels later in 1984. A 3
dimensional seismic survey has been shot over
the oil field area and surroundings in 1983.
The results provide a much clearer picture of
the very complex structure of the oil field
and will guide the drilling of some 12 addi-
tional development wells in 1984.

Substantial additions to the existing
production facilities are planned for this year
and include two new well cluster locations,
additional gas/oil separation facilities, a new
12 inch gas line to EGAT, additional crude
storage tanks and gas compression facilities.
For most of 1984, the oil field area will look
more like a construction site than a neatly
functioning installation.

If you want a year end statement in a
nutshell, Merki said, “the Sirikit Qil Field is
living up to our expectations, but we are a
little disappointed in our recent exploration
results.”

SPY FLY

When Bernard Greenberg, an entomologist
in Chicago, was asked how he had helped police
solve a murder case, he said that he had the clues
because “A little fly told me so”

With a doctorate degree on fly research, Green-
berg has long been associated with flies and they
have helped him get 10 convictions so far. He has
been frequently asked by prosecutors to prepare
murder cases with fees of $300 for supplying evidence
and $300 for trial testimony.

“A fly can target a dead thing from a mile
away. There could be at least six to eight common
species of flies, each telling its own story” said Green-
berg. If a housefly is found on a body in the country,
it is ‘suggestive evidence' that the body has been
moved, Greenberg said. “If a body has been covered,
flies won't lay eggs, but if it is uncovered for just
half a day, eggs are deposited” he said. O
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
