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TIN PRICE MAY COLLAPSE
IF PROBLEMS PERSIST

he tin industry has been facing one of its worst experiences in recent years with

weak market demand and rising tin production. Reports in the press indicate
that The International Tin Council’s efforts to maintain the balance of supply and demand
have not been working effectively and some commentators believe that if the prevailing situation
is allowed to continue, there is an imminent danger of a collapse in the tin price. Thailand’s
only tin smelter, Thailand Smelting and Refining Co., Ltd. (THAISARCO), is feeling the
pinch in this difficult situation. Manpower has been reduced and operating costs are being
trimmed. In this exclusive interview, Dr. J. Rodney Lay, Metals Director of the Shell
Companies in Thailand, answers some questions about the general tin situation and the
difficulties being faced by THAISARCO and Billiton Thailand.
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Dr. J. Rodney Lay
Metals Director of the Shell Companies in Thailand
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facing quite a problem in the past few
years. What are the real difficulties?
The situation has not been easy and
the problem is complicated by a number
of factors. We must remember that
the tin business has for many years been
regulated by bilateral commodity agree-
ments between tin producers and tin
consumers. The agreement was enacted
orginally to support tin prices when times
are bad and to ensure that supply is avail-
able at reasonable prices when times
are good. What has happened in the
past couple of years suggests that the
system, after 30 years, is showing signs
of breaking down. The problem is that
the control mechanism on tin supply
has not been working effectively during
the period when the world has been in
recession. The International Tin Coun-
cil, (ITC) which regulates the activities
of producers and consumers who are
signatories of the International Tin Agree-
ment, agreed to cut back tin production
by 36% in 1982 and 39.6% in 1983,
but the actual tin stocks in January
1984 were still almost at the same as
the level in January 1983

The uncontrolled factor is, very obviously,
smuggling. Tin smuggling is a Southeast
Asian problem in particular and as you
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are aware from the press it is one the
Government of Thailand is aware of
and is actively trying to control.

How has tin smuggling affected the
ITC’s control mechanism?

In essence, the control mechanism is
operated through the ITC’s Buffer Stock
Manager who has a fund provided by
member countries of the International
Tin Agreement (ITA). He operates on
the two principal tin markets of the
world, London and Penang. The money
in the fund is used to buy tin when it is
in oversupply and the Manager sells tin
when it is in demand in order to stop
prices from rising or falling too much.
He also has to try to keep the two markets
in balance, so that purchasers or sellers
do not accuse him of bias in favour of
one or the other. The Manager has
thus been supporting tin prices in the
Penang market which sets the ITC market
price and by so doing, he has been
buying a lot of smuggled material because
this has largely been unloaded onto the
Penang market. In 1983, it has been
estimated that the Manager spent about
£ 140 million or US$ 220 million (about
5,000 million baht) in supporting the
tin price. As | implied earlier, the volume
of tin over-hanging the market remains
high, about 100,000 tons in excess of
requirements. That's about 70% of
the world’s annual consumption.

Why are the stocks of tin on the world
market so high?

My opinion is that tin producers have
been more successful in increasing prices
than in encouraging demand. So high
prices encourage miners to produce
more and encourage consumers to
consume less. That leads to an imbalance
of supply and demand. They were last
in balance in 1977. Since 1978
consumption has been declining while
production increased year by year until

1982.
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Isn’t it also true that part of the problem
has been the supply of tin from producing
countries who are not signatories of
the ITA?

That’s true. It's part of the problem.
Bolivia is producing about 20,000 tons
a year. Brazil's production grew during
the last four years from 6,000 tons to
17,000 tons. The UK which produced
about 1,000 tons three years ago now
produces 4,000 tons. The high-cost
producers are stimulated to produce
when prices are high, but if prices
dropped, some would stop producing.
Bolivia would stop producing to some
extent while UK, Brazil and Australia
certainly would. It is true that they are
not all signatories of the ITA. But even
if they were, they would start producing
anyway when tin prices were high and
the same problem would come sooner
or later.

How much has THAISARCO been
affected by the difficult tin situation?
Well, we have been affected in two
ways. Firstly, a reduction in production
to something less than half the maxi-
mum production capacity meant that
we had to take measures to ensure the
number of people in the company was
reduced. Nearly one-third of the total
work force has taken advantage of a
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voluntary retirement scheme. This will
ensure that future costs are lower, but all
aspects of the company’s operations are
coming under scrutiny.

The second problem concerns the mar-
keting. A lot of hardship is caused to
THAISARCO by the weakness of the
Pound against the US Dollar and thus
against the Malaysian Ringgit and the
Thai Baht. We pay for the tin we get
from the miners on the Penang price.
For some time the Penang floor price
has been at a premium over the London
price upon which most sales are made
because of this currency effect. About
20% of the world’s tin consumption is
based on the Penang price with the re-
maining 80% being supplied on the
London price. So at the moment for
every five tons of tin produced by
THAISARCO, four tons are sold at prices
substantially below the Penang market.
That means below cost. In January
1984, THAISARCO lost about 16 million
baht because of this.

Do you see a recovery of the general
tin situation in the near future?

There are two scenarios on this. The
first one is that the Buffer Stock Manager
is successful in containing the present
situation by clever manipulation of his
available cash to absorb the excess of
tin in the market, and is able to re-adjust
the support of the Penang price. There
would need to be a considerable reduc-
tion in smuggling for this to happen,
and it would require support from the
producing countries to accept a reduction
of the floor price, that is, the intervention
price at which the BSM must buy under
the terms of the Agreement. If that were
to come about, then the Manager would
be able to continue supporting tin prices
and business would become stable again.
But it could be expected that tin produc-
tion quotas would stay for maybe five
years.
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The second scenario is that the Manager
could not support the price much longer
and then we would see a collapse in
the tin price.

If the tin price collapsed, what would
the consequences be to the tin business?
A price collapse would mean that the
high-cost tin producers would go out
of business. Thailand, Malaysia and
Indonesia however, are the lowest cost
producers in the world while Australia,
UK, Bolivia and Spain, for example,
are high-cost producers. So miners in
Thailand might well survive although
with a lower income, while elsewhere
miners could well shut down. In the long
run, Southeast Asia would reinforce its
positions as the tin producing centre of
the world. Southeast Asia currently
produces between 60% to 70% of the
world’s tin; the region might then
supply 90% or 100% of the world’s tin.
How would THAISARCO be affected
if tin prices collapsed?

It would hurt us financially in the short
run. However although there would
be a degree of consumer uncertainty
following a price collapse, lower prices
might well stop the tin substitution pro-
cess. One could argue that soon
demand would pick up and then there
would be no need for quotas. Within
a few years, THAISARCO output
would increase and we could be running
efficiently and effectively to make profit.
How about Billiton Thailand?

Billiton’s situation is somewhat different
from that of THAISARCO. Billiton
works as a contractor for the Offshore
Mining Organization (OMO) taking in
payment a percentage of the proceeds
from the sale of the concentrates pro-
duced. In a situation where sales are af-
fected by quota, (Billiton sold 1,300
tons in 1982 and only 780 tons in 1983)
the company is getting very close to its
break even point. If, in this situation,
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the tin price collapsed, then the company
would be in serious difficulties and we
would have to look hard at the options
remaining to us, as would everyone
else in the tin mining business.

Putting such speculation on one side,
we are working to develop additional
reserves for our dredger, the “Narai”
for the longer term.

What are the prospects for the explora-
tion programme?

The exploration licences for two new
areas outside the OMO concession were
only granted to us in early January, so
we haven't had any result yet. Inside
the concession area, drilling has com-
menced and there is a very promising
indication of additional tin. We hope to
find sufficient tin to give us a breathing
space in which to develop new reserves
outside the concession area.

What do you see as the future of our
metals business in Thailand?

Well, as you will have gathered, a lot
will depend on the price of tin. Never-
theless Thailand is a very prospective
country in our view. It has plenty of
known tin deposits, and the country is
much less explored than, say, Malaysia,
so there is great potential for more, and
we understand the Government wish
to encourage exploration.

Future ventures, if we are successful in
exploration, would have to compete of
course with projects elsewhere in the
world, but we already have assets and
infrastructure here so that all else being
equal we would be in a good position
to obtain the funds to go ahead.

As far as the downstream, smelting,
end of the business is concerned, we
clearly face a period of uncertainty, but
in the longer term markets should improve
and volumes recover. Some interesting
structural changes in the industry are
taking place in the region. In Thailand
there is the T.T.I.C. tantalum processing
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project. In Malaysia the development
of the Kuala Lumpur Tin Market and
the tin contract on the Kuala Lumpur
Commodity Exchange that will replace
and expand upon the Penang Market.
In their different ways these develop-
ments will affect our business. We
have to be resilient and not be afraid of
change or competition but be ready for
them. That way, we help to make our
own future. O

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SHELL’S 1983
RESULTS

BETTER THAN
EXPECTED

he operating results of the Shell

Company of Thailand Limited in
1983 were better than expected due to the
successful cost control programmes and the
co-operation of all staff members, Shell’s top
executives disclosed in a recent meeting with
senior staff members.

The meeting, which was held at the
Recreation Room on February 23, 1984,
saw an overview of Shell's 1983 results
presented by Shell management including
Managing Director M.R. Sarisdiguna Kiti-
yakara, Finance Director N.P. Pettinati, Mar-
keting Director T.V. Higgins and Chemicals
Manager A.R. Hickson.

The meeting session was closed by
Chairman of the Shell Companies in Thailand,
Mr, B.A. Coe.
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It was pointed out in the meeting that
the operating results of Shell in 1983 were
better than anticipated especially on the
company’s cost cutting programmes. The
cost control measures brought favorable
effects on the overall performance of the
company last year with the cooperation of
all Shell’s staff members.

However, Shell's sales of petroleum
products, which have largely been under
government control, have not been given
any adjustment on marketing margin for the
past four years. This has resulted in a stag-
nant income and a decline in income on the
sales of some products of the company.
Meanwhile, operating costs consistently
increased due to inflation.

The majority of Shell’s income came
from the sales of non-oil products, the manage-
ment pointed out and asked Shell’s staff to
continue their efforts in achieving favorable
performance in 1984.

Staff members were asked to help lay
down foundations which would be favorable
for increasing revenue this year. They were
also asked to strictly control costs for the
prosperous and stable future of the company.

The factor which enabled Shell to
achieve better results than had been anti-
cipated was the increased revenues derived
from the imports of overseas oil products at
the prices lower than those offered by local

13
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oil refinery. On marketing, the money-making
products for Shell in 1983 included lub oil
and LPG.

On chemicals, the agro-chemical
business in 1983 was very depressed as com-
pared to the sales of industrial chemicals.
The situation stemmed from the fact that rice
price was low in 1983 and this had greatly
affected the purchasing power of farmers,
the major consumers of agrochemicals.

On the marketing of oil products, oil
demand worldwide declined in 1983 resulting
in a general oil qut in the market. In Thailand,-
however, oil demand increased by 8 per
cent and the market was very competitive
resulting in a slow down in sales of premium
gasoline in the first half of 1983. The sales
situation, however, improved by about 5
per cent in the second half of the year es-
pecially in December.

As far as the regular gasoline was
concerned, sales volume showed no growth
in 1983 and it is expected that sales in 1984
would drop slightly by 2 per cent. The best-
selling petroleum product last year was jet
fuel but competition was strong, and would
remain so in 1984.

The sales of lub oil and grease, both
of which are good revenue earners, remained
favorable mainly from indirect rather than
direct sales to customers.

The management also praised the
Operations Department for achieving good
results in reducing costs in 1983 to the level
similar to that in 1971.

At the end of the session, Mr Coe
lauded the commendable efforts of all staff
members who had co-operated in main-
taining a favorable and stable business
operation for Shell last year. (@)
